As an extension of the “Timeless
Trails” TMI project elected last spring,
and in conjunction with the National
Scenic Byways grant made available
this summer through Historic Bluff
Country, a local community group has
proposed a new family recreational site
just east of the Hwy 16/43 bridge and
south of the dike in the City of Rush-
ford. In cooperation with the City, the
DNR, the Army Corps of Engineers
and MNDOT, a plan has been pro-
posed for a public canoe launch, a
picnic/wayside rest area and a primi-
tive campsite in this beautiful riverside
location. An adjacent site, also owned
by the City of Rushford, could be
made available for a canoe/kayak/bike
outfitter business to encourage Rush-
ford’s goal as a destination city.

Additional proposals have been made
for renovation and wayside improve-
ments to the Peterson canoe launch,
improving and restructuring the exist-
ing Rushford canoe access to become a
public fishing access, and the establish-
ment of a secondary canoe access
halfway between Rushford and
Cushon’s Peak Campground, on Hwy
16 near Ferndale Golf Course.

Another committee of the “T'rails” TMI project has also researched the
potential of paving adjacent portions of the dike, creating a “dike path” to
extend the bike trail into the City, through Creek side Park and to various
historic locations throughout Rushford, extending to scenic Maggelson
Bluff.
